The unit is designed for dry use only.  

No water may be poured into the appliance (bottom of the appliance)! 
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GENERAL NOTES 

• Carefully read these operating instructions as they contain important information for the safe 

and correct use of the appliance

• It is advisable to keep the operating instructions in a place where you have them always ready 

on hand.

• Should you pass the appliance to a third party, these operating instructions should be 
handed over.

• As soon as you have unpacked the cup warmer, check whether everything is in a faultless 

condition. Should anything be damaged, do not connect the appliance as such, but inform 

your dealer.

• Keep the packaging of the unit. You may need it if you move house or if you have to send the 

appliance in for repair. If storage is not possible, separate the different packaging materials 

and deliver them to the nearest collection point for proper disposal. Please note that all parts 

of the packaging (plastic bags, cardboard, polystyrene parts, etc.) can be dangerous for 

children and must therefore not be stored near them.

• The appliance has been manufactured for commercial use, namely to preheat coffee cups or 

pots. Misuse may cause damage and will invalidate the guarantee.

• In the event of a malfunction and/or failure, switch off the appliance. Disconnect the mains 

plug from the socket and notify your dealer. He will carry out the repair with original spare 

parts.

• Observe the accident prevention regulations and the general safety regulations applicable to 

the area of use.

• The manufacturer/dealer cannot be held responsible for damage caused by failure to observe 

these operating instructions. In addition, the safety of the appliance is then no longer 

guaranteed.
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SYMBOLS EXPLANATION 

WARNING! 

This symbol indicates dangers that can lead to injuries. 

It is imperative that you observe the specified instructions for work safety exactly and act with 

particular caution in these cases. . 

WARNING: DANGER FROM ELECTRIC CURRENT! 

This symbol draws attention to dangerous situations caused by electric current. Failure to observe 

the safety instructions may result in injury or death! 

WARNING: HOT SURFACE - RISK OF BURNS!  

This symbol indicates the hot surface of the appliance during and after operation. Danger of 

burns if not observed! 



SAFETY NOTES 

• The appliance may only be used when in perfect condition and by trained personnel.

• Place the appliance upright on a stable, horizontal and heat-resistant surface and ensure that 

there is some free space for good air circulation. Also, there must be no combustible materials 

in the immediate vicinity, e.g. curtains.

• Do not use the appliance outdoors..

• The appliance may only be connected to a properly installed socket. Do not connect any other 

appliance to the same socket. The socket must always remain accessible so that the appliance 

can be disconnected from the mains in an emergency case.

• Do not touch the appliance, the power cord or the power plug with wet hands

• When pulling the mains plug, always pull on the plug housing and not on the cable. Always 

switch off the appliance first..

• The cable must not hang over table corners or sharp edges.

• Do not use extension cords or adapters.

• The cable must not come into contact with hot parts or water.

• Check the cable regularly. If it is damaged, e.g. by being crushed, it must be replaced by a 

qualified specialist.

• Do not leave the appliance unattended during use. Be especially careful when children are 

around because they cannot recognise the dangers of handling electrical appliances.

• Be aware that the outer surfaces heat up during operation.

• Do not move the appliance when it is switched on or when cups or jugs are in it.

• Before any cleaning, repair or if you do not intend to use the appliance for a long time, switch 

the appliance off and unplug it from the mains. Allow the appliance to cool down completely. 

Clean the appliance with a warm, damp cloth. Caution: do not use a dripping wet cloth, high-

pressure cleaner or water jet.

• Never immerse the unit, the mains cable or the mains plug in water or other liquids. There is a 

danger to life from electric shock!

• Never use a defective unit or a unit with a damaged cable..

• Replacement of the cable and repairs may only be carried out by a qualified specialist, using
 spare parts recommended by the manufacturer. These comply with the technical 
requirements. Modifications and alterations to the product are prohibited. Never attempt to 
carry out repairs to the unit yourself. There is a risk of electric shock!
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PUTTING INTO OPERATION 

•   Clean the appliance with a warm, damp cloth, dry everything and then place the cups or pots in the 

appliance.

•  Make sure that there is a space between the cup warmer and the coffee maker to prevent heat 

build-up.

•  Insert the plug into the socket.

•  Switch the appliance on, according to the level(s) to be heated.

•  The appliance may produce a smell at the beginning. This is due to the heating rods and is 

completely normal.

•  When you no longer need the appliance, switch it off and unplug it.

CLEANING 

• For hygienic reasons, the appliance should be cleaned daily.

• Always switch off the appliance first and unplug it from the mains.

• Let the appliance cool down.

• Use a damp, warm cloth and a mild cleaning agent.

• Do not use aggressive agents, scouring pads, etc.

• Never place the appliance in water.

• Do not spray the appliance with a water jet or high-pressure cleaner.
